Do you use the LOR?  

LOR means Learning 

Object Repository.  LOR 

enables storage, tagging, 

searching and manage-

ment of learning objects.  

The purpose of the LOR 

is to store content that is 

reusable. The ability to 

reuse learning objects 

across courses, sections, 

and departments re-

duced the investment of 

effort and time.   Using 

course >Manage tab > 

Roster. Select the name 

of the student who needs 

to be removed. You will 

then be asked a question 

about deleting the enroll-

ment information from 

the course >select De-

lete.  The student name 

will be removed from the 

roster.   

If you need to add a user, 

you will use the Manage 

>Roster > Add a User.  

Search for the student’s 

name > select > save.
